1.	SCOPE OF WORKS, SPECIFICATIONS & PERFORMANCE REQUIREMENTS


The Ministry of Social Integration, Social Security and National Solidarity hereby desires to solicit proposals for the Supply and Installation of a New Power Factor Corrector and Carting Away of the Existing Power Factor Corrector located in MLVP Room at NPF Building, which is situated at Julius Nyerere Street, Rose Hill.  
Bidders are expected to make site visit to the project site to obtain a hands-on understanding of the conditions around which the project will be built. 

CONTENT OF PROPOSAL


1. Proposal should include quotation for: -  
 
a) Supply & Installation of a 400kVAR power factor corrector including electrical works and 	    any required upgrade or modification to the electrical installation in terms of protection/  	    earthing, casing/module, etc.  
b) Civil Works, if required. 
c) Removal and disposal of existing Power factor corrector along with all its components such as capacitors, fuses, etc.  
d) Installation of new power factor corrector  
e) Testing & Commissioning of new power factor corrector 
f) Warranty period of 2 years for the power factor corrector 
g) Supply and Installation of Extractor fan  
g) Unlimited call outs / emergency response within 2 hours  
h) It is compulsory for the bidder to certify by a Registered Electrical Engineer that the proposal is as per recommended by the British Standards, IEC standards and Local Standards.  

SCOPE OF WORKS

1. Contractors to carry out risk assessment and report risk that may occur during implementation and elaborate the risk mitigation measures. A documented risk assessment & control report shall be submitted by the successful contractor at award of contract.  
2. The power factor corrector shall be from a reputable international supplier and manufactured and erected to IEC standards which are IEC60831-1, IEC61921, IEC66439. 
3. Contractors to refer to OSHA 2005 and applicable regulations for supply of new power factor corrector, decommissioning of existing power factor corrector and installation & testing of new power factor corrector.  
4. Contractors to quote for a highly efficient power factor corrector, correcting power factor to a value of 0.98 and above. 
5. Contractors to send full list of personal attending for works with ID details.  
6. Contractors to attend site well dressed and should not use foul language on site.  
7. Delivery of materials to be done during normal working hours.  
8. Contractors will be allowed to work from 08 00 hours till 16 00 hours on weekdays, and 08 00 hours till 12 00 hours on Saturdays.  
9. Contractors to clean the site before leaving after every workday.  
10. The power factor corrector should be equipped with: -  
a) Low voltage capacitors to correct power factor.  
b) Different capacitor banks.  
c) Fuses to protect the capacitor banks. 
d) Controller 
e) Harmonic filter to eliminate harmonic current. 

f) Extractor fan to be located on the top of the casing/module to extract heat from the casing of the power factor corrector. 
g) Screen to display value of power factor and other electrical parameters and graphs. 
h) Main disconnecting switch to isolate the power factor corrector. 
i) Current transformer of appropriate rating. 
j) Any other system as required by local regulations. 
 
11. The power factor corrector shall be earthed accordingly. Earth tests shall be carried out in presence of Client or Client’s representative and submission of a report regarding test result is mandatory. 
12. Power factor corrector shall have a built-in temperature switch interlocked with a control system which shut down the system when the interior temperature of the enclosure rises above 60°C. The system shall switch in again after the power factor controller has cooled down. 
13. The contractor shall provide a warranty period of two years for the power factor corrector.  
14. The contractor shall attend to faults and effect necessary repairs within two (2) hours after being notified by phone or by E-mail or otherwise during the warranty period.  
15. Dusty, noisy & hot works to be done outside premises.  
16. The contractor to ensure safety against accidents including barricading opening and use of safety signs.

Testing and Commissioning of Power Factor Corrector
